With four productive years of service be-
hind her, the Jean Anne is still on course in
her continuing goal to not only meet, but
exceed customer expectations. Launched
in 2005, the 579-foot Roll-On/Roll-Off ves-
sel completed her 100th voyage in Febru-
ary, and marked the occasion in a special
way.

Those Harbor Lights . . .

The Pasha Group and the Port of Grays
Harbor, near Aberdeen, Washington, re-
cently entered into a joint marketing agree-
ment in January for automobiles and other
cargoes. The ink was hardly dry when Glo-
vis America, Inc., a customer of Pasha Au-
tomotive Services, called on Pasha to take
on the dockside handling and logistics for
a lastminute diversion to Grays Harbor of
more than 3,100 new automobiles. Des-
tined for eventual delivery to dealerships
throughout the region, this was the first
inbound auto shipment for Grays, and a
great start for its partnership with Pasha.
It is standard operating procedure for the
Pasha team to jump when any of our cus-
tomers has an urgent need, and - in per-
fect storm conditions — we jumped high to
successfully accommodate a tall order with
litle lead time. Unexpected flash flooding
and closed highways didnt deter the ex-
perienced Pasha crew from completing its
mission.

No sooner was that accomplished than
Jean Anne performed a first on her 100th
voyage, by making a direct call to Grays
Harbor to load over 1,100 cars bound
for a rental car agency in Hawaii. Pasha
CEO, George Pasha, IV, notes, “This gave
us the opportunity to demonstrate our abil-
ity fo create lead logistics solutions for our
customers.” Future calls to Grays Harbor
are on the horizon!

Even though she is a relatively new
vessel, many upgrades have been
made to the Jean Anne that show
Pasha Hawaii's commitment to en-
vironmental stewardship. Installing
slide valve fuel injectors and a new
incinerator has resulted in a signifi-
cant reduction in sulfur dioxide and
nitrogen oxide pollutants (which de-
plete the environment’s ozone layer).
In compliance with MARPOL (an inter-
national convention covering preven-
tion of pollution by ships), a sophis-
ticated oil/water separator has been
installed, and the sludge burned in
the incinerator on the vessel. A new
fuel skid runs the auxiliary engines on
Marine Diesel Oil while in port, and
the ship has recently begun to burn
MDO on the boiler, both at sea and in
port. Soon a new coat of state-of-the-
art ‘green’ paint will be applied to the
ship, further reducing drag and fuel
consumption.

As part of its Clean Air Program,
the Port of San Diego has initiated
a voluntary Vessel Speed Reduction
Program for cargo and cruise ships
travelling in the vicinity of San Diego
Bay. Studies have demonstrated that
there is a significant reduction in air
emissions when vessel speeds are
reduced, which leads to improved air
quality. Home ported in San Diego,
the Jean Anne is one of the first vessels
to embrace this opportunity to further
reduce emissions in the port area.
After an intensive review by Pasha’s
operations and customer service
teams it has been determined that
Pasha Hawaii can definitely observe
the voluntary ‘slow down’ request,
and still maintain its high standards of
on-time delivery.
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In 2003, VT Halter Marine, Inc. signed a
contract with Pasha Hawaii Transport Lines to
complete the construction in Pascagoula, MS.
of the first Pure Car Truck Carrier to be built
in the United States. That vessel was the Jean
Anne. Brigadier General Boyd E. King, USA
(Ret.), CEO of VT Halter Marine, played a ma-
jor role in bringing the project to fruition. Af-
fectionately known to all as “Butch,” he passed
away unexpectedly on April 20. Joining VT
Halter Marine in 2002, Butch was charged
with bringing the former Halter Marine Divi-
sion out of bankruptcy and back into a preemi-
nent position in the industry. Under his vision
and guidance, the Jean Anne emerged from ¥
an18-month hiatus and sailed from Pasca-
goula March 5, 2005, headed for San Diego
via the Panama Canal and her first voyage
